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Course Objectives

Foreign language study is part of the general education curriculum and should therefore be viewed as a part of what makes you an educated person. Spanish 106 will not employ a grammar-driven approach to language although grammar is an integral part of the course. Rather, together we will engage content language learning and interactive tasks in which information is exchanged. You will develop communicative proficiency in all four skills. Keep in mind that languages are best learned when real-world information becomes the focus of student activities. Your professor is going to use Spanish in the classroom, you will be expected to use Spanish, as well. See below the requirements for a minor in Spanish if interested.

Course Guidelines

All the exams, papers and homework will be given or collected on the days indicated in the course schedule. Any student that does not come to class on the day of these activities because of an emergency or illness must present valid documentation to the professor as soon as possible. The quizzes will be unannounced, there will be no make-ups except for an excused absence. For an illness there should be a note from a doctor or clinic; other types of emergencies must be documented in like manner utilizing official letterhead etc. Only after the documentation has been provided will the student be allowed to complete the exam/quiz or hand-in the paper/homework.

Exams

There will be a midterm exam and a final exam. The midterm exam will include all the material studied until the day before the exam. The final exam will be cumulative.

Compositions

Each student will write two compositions 150 words in length. They must be typed (with all grammatical marks in Spanish) and double-spaced. The professor and the student together will decide on a topic. Late submissions will be assessed a penalty of 10% of the composition grade for each day they are late. What you write must be your own work using your own words and your own Spanish. Be careful not to copy from the textbook or someone else’s composition. Having a tutor go over your composition or having a friend correct your grammar before you hand it in is an infraction of academic integrity.

Participation/Attendance

We practice language skills in class that require the presence and participation of other students. What we assign to be done outside of class can be done alone. Class time provides an opportunity for inquiry into the readings, if a student does not attend class, nor will s/he be able to participate. Every unexcused absence beyond 3 will result in the loss of 1% from the student’s final grade.

Homework

Successful foreign language study requires that homework be done on a daily basis. The professor will collect homework regularly, but he will collect only a sample of the homework, not all of it. You need to have all the assignments indicated on the syllabus with you on collection days. Late homework will not be accepted for a grade, the point is to complete the homework on time. All work you turn in must be your own. You cannot copy each other’s homework answers. You cannot have another student, a tutor or friend correct the work you are to turn in. 

Readings

There are reading assignments from the textbook in the syllabus. These must be read before coming to the following class and should be read (3) times to insure comprehension. 

Quizzes

Quizzes will be given unannounced to allow the student to demonstrate a comprehensive understanding of the material assigned for that day. The quizzes will be short-approximately (10) minutes, and will include questions about the readings and the grammar assigned.

Oral Exams

The oral exams are taken in groups of three using dialogue guidelines supplied by the professor. Each group will have time to prepare for the dialogue. During the oral exam each individual demonstrates her/his proficiency in spoken Spanish. Each student is graded individually.
