Course Description

The primary objective of the course is that students engage in an intellectual and humane process that brings awareness and knowledge of Spain’s cultural and literary history. Our texts emphasize both the cultural contexts of Spain and its literature. We will study four distinct genres during the semester: narrative, theater, essay, and poetry, and investigate the unique approaches employed by each genre as well as the formal characteristics of each. We will seek to establish valid historical, social, and cultural contexts for our study. The class will be conducted in Spanish and students should speak in Spanish with the professor and with fellow students. At the end of the course each student will possess a foundational knowledge of Spanish culture and literature and will have made progress in their ability to read, write and converse in Spanish.

Course Guidelines

All the exams, quizzes, presentations, and written papers will be given or collected on the days indicated in the course schedule. Any student that does not come to class on the day of these activities because of an emergency or illness must present valid documentation to the professor as soon as possible. For an illness there should be a note from a doctor or clinic. Other types of emergencies must be documented in like manner utilizing official letterhead etc. Only after the documentation has been provided will the student be allowed to complete the exam or quiz, give the presentation or hand-in the written paper.

Exams

There will be a midterm exam and a final exam. The midterm exam will include all the material studied until the day before the exam. The final will be cumulative.

Oral Presentations

The oral presentations will be given in groups of 3-4 students. The topics will be relevant to our in-class discussions and are to be chosen by the studens and professor together. A list of topics will be provided.

Paper

Each student will write a 5-page research paper in Spanish on a specific topic that relates to our class reading. The professor and the student together will decide on a topic. The professor at various points in its development will evaluate the paper. 

Quizzes

There will be brief 10-minute quizzes throughout the semester. The dates of the quizzes will be determined by the professor and may be unannounced. They will serve to evaluate the student’s comprehension of the assigned material and the student’s level of preparation for the day’s class.

Participation/Attendance

Class time provides an opportunity for in-depth inquiry into the readings. Without the participation of class members these discussions are not possible. If a student does not attend class, nor will s/he be able to participate. For that reason the professor will include an evaluation of attendance and participation as a part of the semester grade. Any unexcused absence beyond three will result in the loss of 1% from the student’s final grade. In addition we will write brief daily oral compositions that will be used in the discussions.
