How to Fix Invalid Password Error

Step 1.  After clicking on start, go to Files or Folders, under Find.  
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Step 2.  In the Named field, type *.pwl 
Then click on Find Now. 
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Step 3.  Once it is done searching, delete each PWL File that it found.  
Step 4.  Then log off from the Start Menu.

Step 5.  Log into the computer by using your Wartburg network logon.
