Creating a Mapped Drive, for NAScar
Note:  Before beginning, make sure that Internet Explorer 5.0 or above has been installed on your computer.

Note:  You must have a network logon to access your folder on NAScar.

Step 1.  Right click on the Network Neighborhood icon on your desktop, then click on Map Network Drive.
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Step 2.   Next to the Drive: dialog box,  type: K:.  If Drive K: is already in use on your computer select a different letter that is not in use. 

 In the Path: dialog box, type:


\\nascar\mylogon

Replace mylogon with your user name.


For example, if your name is Jeremy Rodgers and you normally log-in as jeremy.rodgers, then you would replace mylogon with jeremy.rodgers.


The location would look similar to:



\\nascar\jeremy.rodgers
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Step 3.  Click on OK. 
Step 4.  Type in your password, and then click on OK  (If you do not get this screen you will automatically go to step 5)
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(If you receive a message saying you have entered an incorrect password, please follow the instructions, located on the ITS webpage, on how to fix this error.  After doing so, return to this page and start again.)
Step 5. A shortcut to NAScar will be available under “My Computer”.
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
